Application instructions for the
MAYFLOWER SCHOLARSHIP

SPONSORED BY

THE SOCIETY OF MAYFLOWER DESCENDANTS

IN THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY.

The Mayflower Scholarship has been established to assist deserving young people in acquiring a higher education related to United States History with a view to their becoming better prepared for life and citizenship. Each high school in New Jersey may select and nominate only one student each year.  Financial need is not a factor.
ELIGIBILITY: Each nominee must be a resident of New Jersey and follow the application procedure listed below, graduate in the upper fourth of the school’s class (or have SAT or ACT total scores at or above the 75th percentile), and enter a New Jersey four (4) year college.

AMOUNT: $1,500 scholarship awards (3).  Payable to the student's tuition account.

METHOD OF SELECTION: The Scholarship Committee of The Society of Mayflower Descendants in the State of New Jersey will make the final selection of those to receive this year's available scholarships from among all nominees with complete applications.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE: Copies of each of the following six items comprise a complete application package for the school’s nominee.  A downloadable WORD file of these instructions and the seven items on the bottom of the application form are available as a resource on our website (www.njmayflower.org); PDF files of the two recommendation forms described below are also available on the website. 
1.

Completed top portion of the application form.  A scholarship form may be obtained from the school’s Guidance Counselor.  [Because only one student from each high school may be nominated, submitted applications from more than one student will result in all applicants from that school being disqualified.]

2.

A typed document of the nominee’s responses to the seven items on the bottom of the application form (see the website for a WORD file, with those items on the second page).   [List each on a separate line: High School Awards and Honors; High School Activities, exclusive of Community Service; Community Service, exclusive of High School Activities; Employment History, with most recent first; and New Jersey Colleges to which you are applying.  Also include Course of Study (briefly describe your academic plans for the next four years) and A Short Essay on Your Future Career Plans and Goals (not to exceed 500 words).]
3.

A copy of the nominee’s official transcript (provided by the school).

4. 
A xerox copy of the nominee’s official notification of SAT or ACT scores.

5.
A sealed envelope (signed across the seal) containing an Academic Recommendation Form completed by a Teacher, Guidance Counselor, or Principal familiar with the nominee’s high school work (also available on the website).  The recommender may, if they choose, include a letter in addition to completing the form.
6.
A sealed envelope (signed across the seal) containing a Character Reference Form completed by an individual not a member of the family to whom the nominee is well-known (also available on the website).  The recommender may, if they choose, include a letter in addition to completing the form.
